What is Needed to Register?

Free and Reduced Meals Program (FARMS), bring the documentation/award letter showing
that you are currently receiving the benefit along with your valid photo ID. No referral is needed.

v If the household does not receive Medicaid, Food Stamps, WIC, or FARMS, a referral is
required. Once you have received a referral from your Worker, you can present the referral
along with your valid photo ID. If you are in need of a referral, please contact one of our
Resource Coordinators at iwconnections@iworksmc.org / 240-641-6307 .
